Ova inicijativa temelji se na prijedlogu saborskog zastupnika Veljka
Kajtazija, koji veé dugi niz godina aktivno radi na priznanju i o¢uvanju romskog pravnog



sustava te njegovoj medunarodnoj afirmaciji. U svom dopisu, Svjetska organizacija Roma
izrazila je duboko priznanje za organizaciju konferencije i istaknula vaznost ovog dogadaja za
globalnu romsku zajednicu.

Prema njihovom misljenju, odrZana konferencija predstavlja prekretnicu u medunarodnom
priznavanju romskog obi¢ajnog prava, s posebnim naglaskom na visoku razinu sudjelovanja
akademske zajednice, drZavnih tijela i Roma iz cijele Europe. Cinjenica da je inicijativa za
proglasenje

Romsko obidajno pravo, kao jedan od najstarijih Zivuéih pravnih sustava koji se prenosio
isklju¢ivo usmenom predajom, predstavlja jedinstveno i neprocjenjivo kulturno naslijede
ovjetanstva. Kao $to su tijekom konferencije istaknuli stru¢njaci poput prof. dr.sc. DZevada
Drine, romski obiajnopravni sustav odraZava specifi¢an pogled na svijet i druStvene odnose
koji je opstao unato stoljeima progona i marginalizacije.

Ova pravna tradicija sadrZi niz izvornih rjeSenja za reguliranje drustvenih odnosa koja su
nastala kao odgovor na specifi¢ne povijesne okolnosti u kojima su Romi zivjeli, Cesto bez
pristupa formalnim pravnim institucijama mati¢nih drzava. O&uvanje ovog pravnog sustava nije
samo &in zadtite romske kulture, ve¢ i doprinos pravnoj antropologiji i razumijevanju
alternativnih modela pravde i drustvenog uredenja koji mogu obogatiti globalno razumijevanje
prava kao kulturnog fenomena.

UNESCO-ova Konvencija o zagtiti nematerijalne kulturne batine prepoznaje vaznost "obicaja,
prikaza, izraza, znanja, vjestina... koje zajednice, skupine i pojedinci prepoznaju kao dio svoje
kulturne bastine". Romsko obiajno pravo savrSeno se uklapa u ovu definiciju, predstavljajuci
7ivuéi pravni sustav koji je istovremeno tradicijski utemeljen i adaptivan prema suvremenim
izazovima.

Za romsku zajednicu, obiéajno pravo predstavlja mnogo vise od skupa pravila - ono je temelj
njihovog kolektivnog identiteta i druStvene kohezije. U nedostatku teritorijalne drzave ili
formalne pravne infrastrukture, romsko obi¢ajno pravo stolje¢ima je sluzilo kao klju¢ni
mehanizam za:

drZavama i kulturnim kontekstima

» Osiguravanje unutarnje druitvene stabilnosti kroz sustav rjeSavanja sukoba i
donogenja odluka koji uZiva legitimitet unutar zajednice

o« Reguliranje kljuénih Zivotnih pitanja poput bracnih odnosa, nasljedivanja i
meduljudskih odnosa na nagin koji odraZava specifine romske vrijednosti i tradicije

« OsnaZivanje zajednice kroz autonomne mehanizme donogenja odluka koji omogucuju
oduvanje dostojanstva i samoodredenja u &esto neprijateljskom okruzenju

Kako je istaknuto na konferenciji, u kontekstu gdje su Romi &esto suodeni s diskriminacijom i
marginalizacijom u pristupu formalnim pravnim sustavima, obi¢ajno pravo pruza alternativni
okvir za ostvarivanje pravde i regulaciju drustvenih odnosa. Njegovo priznanje i zaStita na
medunarodnoj razini predstavljaju ne samo simboli¢an &in, vec i konkretan korak prema
osnaZivanju romske zajednice i osiguravanju njihovog kulturnog opstanka.



Posebno je vaZno naglasiti zaklju¢ke predsjednika Ustavnog suda dr.sc. Mate Arlovi¢a o
znadaju romskog obigajnog prava za opstojnost romske zaj ednice, koji su pokazali da
o&uvanje ove pravne tradicije ima i ustavnopravnu dimenziju povezanu s pravom na kulturnu
autonomiju i identitet nacionalnih manjina.

S obzirom na povijesni znagaj ove konferencije za romsku zaj ednicu u Hrvatskoj i na
globalnoj razini, te podrZavajuéi inicijativu Svjetske organizacije Roma, molimo Odbor za
ljudska prava i prava nacionalnih manjina Hrvatskog sabora da:
